














Proposed changes to existing electorates:

In compiling these boundaries, the Liberal National Party considered the requirements oullined
above. We also recognise the need under the Electoral Act to give consideration to existing
electoral boundaries but contend that with the creation of a new seat in the south and the massive
changes in the geographic makeup of the north, this is difficult to contain. We also recognise the
need to contain electorates in a “community of interest’ concept by using local government regions
and major geographic features as a guide, but also recocognise this too can be difficult given the
wide variations in growth and the need to meet the numerical requirements of the Act.

In drawing these boundaries we developed the following approach.

Firstly we determined that the position of the new seat would be in southern Queensland. Given
Fadden, Oxley, Blair and Moncrieff are some of the largest seats, it was further rationalised the
seat would be probably be south or west of Brisbane.

Next we examined Leichhardt Division and recognised the need to redraft the large regional seats
in North and Central Queensland, as well as Maranoa to absorb the additional electors from that
region.

Thirdly, we determined that it made sense to draw the boundaries from the fixed state border with
New South Wales at McPherson and then head north and west.

Finally we determined that using the Map Info 9.0 Programme gave the clearest possible
assistance to the Redistribution Committee to consider the suggestions we make. The following
provides some commentary to the Map Info details contained on the supplied disk.

Leichhardt:

It is proposed to shrink the physical size of this seat to the current southern border of Leichhardt
which is south of Cairns. Electors on the Cape York Peninsula north of Port Douglas are to be
transferred to the proposed Kennedy.

This proposal recognises strong communities of interest along the coastal corridor north of Cairns
as well as the expanding tourism sector to the west of Cairns.

Kennedy:

While maintaining the western and most of the southern border of the current Kennedy, the
transferring of so many electors from Leichhardt necessitates moving voters from the current
Kennedy elsewhere. The most sensible solution is to transfer electors from the towns and cities
along the Flinders Highway to the new Maranoa. This provides a genuine community of interest for
these rural service towns with similar communities to the south in the rest of Maranoa. It also
ensures we maintain the integrity of Kennedy's Guif focus by keeping this within the new Division,
The seat becomes focussed on the fishing industry along the Gulf and Cape York Coast. Further
air transport finks for the entire proposed Kennedy such as Cape York and the Gulif Communities
are based in Caims. Road corridors also connect to Caims.




While Charters Towers remains in Kennedy, a small number of voters are allocated from around
the suburban areas of North Townsvifle to the redrawn Herbert.

Herbert;

Herbert continues to be a seat based on Townsville but loses some electors in the southern
outskirts to Dawson. This allows for a more easily defined boundary. On the north side of
Townsville, beachside and Townsville suburbs currently in Kennedy are shifted to Herbert.

These measures strengthen the community of interest in these areas and ensure both Kennedy
and Herbert stay within the required quota ranges.

Dawson:

The proposed Dawson maintains the current Mackay to Townsville community of Dawson but
extends the Division into the farming and mining hinteriand served by both regional centres.

These areas share strong regional community focus on either Mackay or Townsville and are best
served by Dawson rather than adding them to Maranoa, Kennedy or Flynn.

Capricornia:

The proposed Capricornia combines the strong communities of Central Queensland within one
electorate.

The shared media and community facilities between the centres of Yeppoon, Rockhampton, Mount
Morgan and Gladstone are well understood by the local community and the Queensland
Government. Major road works are underway to provide a safer and faster connection between
Rockhampton and Gladstone.

This proposal gives the rural and mining sector a strong and sustainable electorate which meets
the requirement of the Act in every possible way.

Flynn:

The proposed Flynn brings the various communities and industries such as pastoral, beef and
mining into a very viable and strong hinterland seat for the Capricorn region.

Flynn is a larger electorate than neighbouring Capricornia but it allows for a sensible combination
of communities along the Capricorn Coast and the near Qutback all within definable geographic
boundaries.

It uses major highways and local authorities to group these various communities together. The
proposal not only meets the quota requirements, it fulfils the purpose of the gazettal of Flynn with
the previous redistribution in 2006.




Maranoa:
The proposed Maranoa maintains its role as the great seat of western Queensland.

Areas along the Flinders Highway including Mount Isa are connected to the rest of Maranoa by the
major road system of Western Queensland. Toowoomba and Mount Isa, Longreach, Winton,
Roma, Charleville are all connected by major roads. Children from these centres travel to boarding
schools in Toowoomba.

The industry of Maranoa continues to be pastoral and mining.

The proposed Maranoa allows for a more sensible Kennedy and Flynn due to the need to meet
actual and projected quota requirements.

Maranoa sits at the lowest possible point of both quotas to make full use of the legal tolerances
specified with the Act,

Maranoa loses Warwick and Stanthorpe to the proposed new Division of Killen, but this change
allows for Maranoa's community focus to be along the major highway systems west and north, not
south.

Groom:

Some transferring of voters to the new Division of Killen is suggested. The most definable
boundary suggests taking those electors from the southeast of Groom.

It is further suggested Groom gains from Maranoa the areas around Pittsworth. This District
relates strongly as a community to Toowoomba (the centre of Groom).

South East Queensland:
Hinkler:

In order to meet quota requirements, Hinkler must lose parts of the current southern and western
hinterland areas to Wide Bay and Flynn while maintaining its current community of being a
Bundaberg to Hervey Bay growth corridor coastal seat.

The few census collection districts of Bundaberg on the north side of the Burnett River are also
added to Flynn to provide a clearer geographic feature for the boundary between these seats.

Wide Bay:
To meet the numerical requirements of the Act following the gain of electors from Hinkler to the

north, it is proposed that Wide Bay loses some hinterland to Maranoa and Flynn. Further some
hinterland areas will transfer from Hinkler info Wide Bay.




Wide Bay will lose the Noosa Area back to Fairfax.

Wide Bay remains based on Maryborough and Gympie while rural industry centres along the Bruce
Highway south to Nambour are added from Fairfax.

This seat provides clear, geographically definable boundaries and communities of interest along
the Bruce Highway and Queensland Railway Line and allows for Fairfax to best handle the coastal
urban communities along the Sunshine Motorway to the east of the Bruce Highway.

Fairfax:

To meet the numerical requirements of the Act, Fairfax must lose electors. This is best achieved
as suggested in the Wide Bay comments by removing Bruce Highway hinterland areas including
Nambour to Wide Bay.

Fairfax regains the Noosa area from Wide Bay and become a clearly defined coastal seat set along
the Sunshine Motorway, east of the Bruce Highway.

In the south the use of the River and Sunshine Motorway better defines the boundary between
Fisher and Fairfax, Mooloolaba and Alexandra Headland are both moved into Fairfax.

Fisher:
The proposed Fisher maintains its community focus on the southern end of the Sunshine Coast.

Based on Caloundra, the proposed Fisher conlinues to include the Glasshouse Mountains and
near hinterland regions of the Conondale Ranges including Imbil.

Longman:

The proposed Division of Longman continues to be centred on strong community connections
between Caboolture and Bribie Island.

Dickson:
While stilt centred on the communities of Samford Valley and outer north western suburbs of
Brishane, the proposed Dickson loses a large part of the area west of Brishane to create the new

seat of Killen.

Further it is suggested Dickson loses some parts to the proposed Petrie and but retains the
northern Hinteriand area of the Brisbane Valley around the Somerset Dam.

Dickson also gains the Bridgeman Downs/Aspley areas from the current Petrie.




Petrie:

The proposed Petrie creates a strong community seat within the Moreton Bay Region Council
centred on the high growth between Redcliffe and Petrie.

The proposed Petrie loses the Brisbane City suburbs of between Aspley and Stafford to Dickson.
Lilley:

The proposed Division of Lilley essentially remains as it is, however gains a few parts in the north
and west to better define new boundaries with Petrie and Dickson and to meet the requires of the
Act.

Brisbane;

No major changes proposed for this seat other than a few changes in the Stafford area to meet the
numerical requirements of the Act.

Ryan:

It is proposed to move the suburbs of Chelmer and Graceville from Moreton into Ryan. These
suburbs are part of the indooroopilly Community of Interest connected by Rail, Road and Bike
Bridges.

McPherson:
To meet the numerical requirements of the Act it is proposed that adjustments be made along the
commeon border with Moncrieff in the Mermaid Waters area and the hinterland west of

Mudgeeraba. The electors should transfer into Moncrieff.

Moncrieff:

Itis proposed to move some electors from around Southport to Fadden and from the hinterland
west of the Nerang River to Forde.

There will be some volers added from McPherson to better meet the numerical requirements of the
Act. Fadden:

in order to meet the numerical requirements of the Act Fadden must lose up to 30,000 electors to
Forde.

Itis proposed that the difficult task of managing actual and projected enrolments is best handled
by moving Fadden south to the Coomera River Region.

Under this proposal the Division of Fadden is now more defined as a Gold Coast Division while the
proposed Division of Forde maintains its role as the Division containing the Gold Coast and near
Gold Coast communities north and west of the more urban parts of the Gold Coast,




Forde:

The proposed Division of Forde remains centred on Beenleigh, Beaudesert and the outer Gold
Coast suburbs of Nerang, Coomera and Ormeau.

Up to 30 000 Electors from the current Fadden and some electors from Moncrieff transfer into
Forde.

Forde provides a challenge to manage the actual and projected enrolments as, like Fadden, it is
the centre of the current growth south of the Logan River.

The proposed Forde meets the requirements of the Act and provides common sense clear
boundaries which capture communities of interest.

The new Division of Killen:

The new seat includes the outer suburbs of Ipswich, as well as Towns and hinterland communities
along the Warrego Highway, the Cunningham Highway and the New England Highway.

The Division of Killen contains a variety of communities engaged in the common interest of crop
and grain farming as well as wine production. The Division of Killen hinges on the high growth
outer suburbs of Ipswich City such as Springfield Lakes and the Warrego Highway Communities.

The inclusion of New England Highway Communities such as Crow's Nest and the South Downs
Regional Council area including Warwick and Stanthorpe will assist in balancing the high growth
closer to Ipswich.

It may assist the Commission to consider some recent history. The proposed Killen follows the
pattern of previous redistributions since 1984 when the first Electorate of Rankin played a similar
role to allow high growth urban areas in Brisbane to be given some clarity by creating a larger
hinterland seat which contained Warwick and the Brisbane suburb of Inala.

Likewise, the same was true for the first Division of Dickson {1990) — which contained electors from
areas including Esk to Petrie; the first Division of Longman (1994) - electors from Gatton and
l.aidley to Bribie Island; and the first Division of Blair (1998) — electors from Kingaroy to Ipswich
and Boonah. Each of these then new Divisions created by previous Queensiand Redistribution
Committees all balanced the high growth suburbs nearer Greater Brishane with low growth in
regional centres.

These past decisions assisted the AEC o ensure the effect of the management of growth in South
East Queensiand Divisions at subsequent redistributions was minimised.

In this regard the Division of Killen allows for the high growth Divisions of Blair and Oxley to be
given some definition into which to grow over a period of time ahead.




The proposed Killen provides a means to manage the growth north, south and west of Brisbane,

The proposed Killen will be a well recognised name for a seat which will undergo change in the
years ahead. it incorporates electors from the current electorates of Blair, Oxley, Groom, Dickson
and Forde.

Blair:

In order to meet the numerical requirements of the Act as well as to create the new Division of
Killen, it is proposed to shrink the Division of Blair out of the hinterland and centre it on the
suburban areas of Ipswich.

High growth areas such as Springfield Lakes (now in the Division of Oxley) would be included in
the new Division of Killen. The proposed Division of Blair will grow within the current boundaries by
a projected 20% over the next three years and still remain with the numerical requirements of the
Act. The new Division of Blair also moves along the lpswich Road Corridor suburbs and takes
some electors Oxley as a result. This proposal allows a future redistribution to manage growth
between the Divisions of Oxley and Blair.

Oxley:

As a consequence of the proposed changes to Blair, the Division of Oxley is being significantly
altered. Projections provided by the Australian Electoral Commission prove Oxley needs to discard
high growth areas and obtain fow growth areas. This not possible with Blair, however the adjacent
Division of Moreton has the opposite problem of low growth.

The proposed Oxley is centred on the suburb of Oxley and respects existing state and local ward
boundaries to include low growth areas from Moreton such as Tarragindi, Rocklea, Archerfield,
Salisbury and Coopers Plains. To ensure community of interest, the remainder of the Calamvale
area is removed from Moreton into Oxley.

The proposed Oxley manages the requirement of the Act well. It has strong communities of
interest, respects local Ward and State Boundaries and meels fully the quota requirement of the
Act.

Griffith:

Itis proposed to add the suburbs of Yeronga, Yeerongpilly and Moorooka from the current Moreton
as well as return the suburb of Fairfield and the remainder of Annerley {o the proposed Griffith.
This will better define the seat as an inner city south electorate. The long common eastern with
Bonner is redrawn to reunite the "Creek Road Communities” into Bonner.

Bonner;

The proposed Bonner is based on the communities along the Creek Road Corridor from Mt
Gravalt to Colmslie, as well as the communities along the Wynnum Road, Lytfon Road and Old




Cleveland Road Corridors (northern side). This provides some strong definition to Bonner. High
Growth coastal parts of Capalaba are included as they relate strongly to the Ormiston, Lota and
Wynnum parts of the existing Bonner, it is suggested to remove the acreage suburbs south of Old
Cleveland Road to the proposed Moreton.

Moreton:

As a consequence of the changes fo Oxley, Moreton finds electors from Bonner and Rankin. The
proposed Moreton gains higher growth areas and centres on the Regional Business Districts of
Sunnybank, Upper Mount Gravatt and Shailer Park. It becomes an outer metropolitan seat with a
strong community of interest and transport links provided by Logan Road, the Gateway and the
Pacific Motorway. It also uses very familiar physical boundaries such as Compton Road, and the
Pacific and Gateway Motorways as Boundaries.

Rankin;

To make the boundary between Moreton and Rankin very clear, it is proposed for Rankin o gain
the Karawatha, Drewvale and Stretton suburbs from Moreton. This means the major Compton
Road is a clear and definable boundary.

While this necessitates some swapping between Rankin and Moreton the transferring of the Logan
Cily suburbs east of the Pacific Motorway to Moreton gives Rankin a clear northern and Easter
Boundary. This Further it is proposed for Rankin to follow the Logan River as a southern Boundary
with Forde,

Bowman:

We propose to shift some of the growth in the Capalaba Area to Bonner fo reunite this area with
the seaside suburbs of common interest such as Ormiston, Lota and Wynnum within Bonner.
Bowman then continues to a growth corridor seat centred on the strong local communities of
common interest Cleveland, Victoria Point and Redland Bay.

We implore the Committee to consider closely the suggestions we make on behalf of the Liberal
National Party, the Liberal Party of Australia and the National Party of Australia.
