objec t to the proposed splitt ing of the suburb of Craigieburn via the main road of
Craigieburn (Cralgleburn Road West) into two separat e Federa l Electorates being
Calwell and McEwen.

2. Craigieburn is a growing urbanised community and to ensure w e receive

adequate infrastructure that grows as the community doe s, w e need one

voice represent ing our views.

3. Craigieburn is a historically sign ificant town that has had recent community

work t o bridge older Craigieburn with newer areas of this growing town. Your

proposed division takes a sledgehammer t o the work of our community

vo lunt eers worki ng t o un it e our town.

4. Craigiebu rn is one suburb, one communi ty, and dividing it would be very

det r imental to our neighbourhood, our sense of pride and our communit y

spirit .
5. Craigieburn is a growing urbanised community and including part of it in the

predominantly rural electorate of McEwen would result in McEwen having

two extremely different communit ies, wit h differing needs, w it hi n one single

electorate (urbanised and rural ).

I ask that the commission return to its or iginal de cision publ ished on the 30th
of July

20 10 to place the entire suburb of Cralgieburn into the new Federal Victorian

Electorate of Burke w it h other geographically and demographically similar suburbs of

Roxburgh Park, Sunbury, and South Morang. Fail ing that, I ask that the entire suburb

of Craigieburn of be retu r d to e electorate of Calwell.
