As a Victoria n registered vote r in the Federal Electo rate of Calwell, I w ish to st rongly
object to the proposed splitt ing of the suburb of Craigieburn via th e main road of
Craigiebum (Cralgieburn Road West) into two separate Federal Electorates being
Calwell and M cEwen.

I wish to point ou t th at Craigiebur n is one town, one communi ty and that it should
not be divided by electoral boundaries. This will split our communit y into two.

Key reasons for this obj ection include:

1. A Federal Member of Parliament provides a voice fo r the com munity in t he
Aust ralian Parliament . Craigieburn residents should be represented by one
voice, whether th ey live north or south of the main road.

2. Cralg ieburn is a growing urbanised community and to ensure we receive
adequate Infrast ructure that grows as t he communit y does, we need one
voice represent ing our views.

3. Craigieburn is a histo rically signi ficant town tha t has had recent com munity
work to bridge older Cralglebum with newer areas of th is growi ng town . Your
proposed division t akes a sledgehammer to th e work of our community
volunteers working to un it e our town.

4. Craigieburn is one suburb, one community, and dividing it would be very
detrimental to our neighbou rhood, our sense of pride and our community
spiri t .

5. Craigieburn is a growing urba nised com munity and including part of it In the
predom inantly rural electorate of McEwen wou ld result in McEwen having
two extremely different communit ies, with differing needs, within one single
electorate (urbanised and rural), _

I ask that t he comm ission return to its or iginal decision publ ished on th e so" of July
2010 to place th e entire suburb of Craig ieburn into th e new Federal Victorian
Electorate of Burke wi th ot her geographically and demographically similar suburbs of
Roxburgh Park, Sunbury, and South Morang. Failing th at , I ask that th e enti re suburb
of Craigieburn of be returned to the electorate of Calwell.
