5. Craigieburn is a growing urban ised commun ity and including part of it in the
predominan t ly rural electo rate of Mc Ewen would result in McEwen having
two extremely different communities, with differi ng needs, wi th in one single
electorate (urbanised and rural) .

Electorate of Burke with other geographically and demographically similar suburbs of
Roxburgh Park, Sunbury, and South M orang. Failing t hat, I ask that the ent ire suburb
of Craigieburn of be returned t o the electora te of Calwell.
